Pursuant to the Civil Aviation Low no. 12 for the year 1993, the General Authority
shall supervise all the affairs of civil aviation in the Republic and reports to the
Minister of Transport which shall be cited as Civil Aviation and Meteorology
Authority and which shall enjoy the status of juridical legal entity.

It is the officially concerned authority that is responsible for regulating,
managing and developing all the affairs and facilities of civil aviation and
meteorology and any responsibilities and functions stipulated in the Decree of
the establishment of the Authority and in the Civil Aviation Law No.12 (issued in
1993) and any other Laws.

and Malacca. The airport is a catchment
area and offers exciting opportunities for
businesses. Every effort has been made
to create a homely airport with a serene
environment.

The Main Terminal Building area was
designed using the concept of ‘Airport in
the forest, forest in the airport’, in which it is
surrounded by green space. This was done
with the co-operation of the Forest Research
Institute of Malaysia. An entire section of rain
forest was transplanted from the jungle and
placed in the Satellite Building.

For car racing enthusiasts, a Formula
One racetrack is located near the airport
and the Malaysian Formula One Grand Prix
is scheduled in March every year. The track
also caters for an array of other activities
throughout the year, including motorcycle
and rally racing.

For a lived-in environment, the 80-
room Airside Transit Hotel is located in
the Satellite Building itself and provides a
perfect respite for the travel-weary transit
passengers. In addition, a 441-room 5-star
hotel, The Pan Pacific Hotel Kuala Lumpur
International Airport, is only a 5-minute
walking distance from the airport terminal
building for well-heeled travellers to unwind
in style and luxury.

Since its inauguration in year 1998,

KLIA has won numerous awards from
international organisations such as Skytrax
and International Air Transport Association.
With its continuous effort to provide excellent
services to passengers, the airport has
emerged as one of the top five airports in
the world.

KLIA's commitment to promote
environment responsibility for all local and
foreign travellers was recognised by Green
Globe, making it the first and only airport
in the world to receive Green Globe 21
certificate in year 2004 and onwards.

KLIA was thrice voted as the World’s Best
Airport (15-25 million passengers per annum)
in the 2005 AETRA awards, 2006 ACI-ASQ
awards and 2007 ACI-ASQ awards.

Amsterdam Schiphol Airport (AMS)

The main airport in the whole of the Netherlands
and of great importance in Europe, Amsterdam
Schiphol Airport (AMS) is just 15 km / 9 miles
south-west of the centre of Amsterdam. This
international airport connects with many notable
European airports in London, Frankfurt and
Paris, amongst others.

Regularly appearing in Europe’s top five
airports in terms of overall traffic and number
of flights, Amsterdam Airport serves almost
50 million passengers per annum. Many
intercontinental airlines operate at Schiphol
Airport, along with numerous budget carriers,
although some of these bargain airlines
have moved to other airports in recent years.
However, Amsterdam remains a cheap and easy
destination to reach, with plenty of last-minute
deals and around 100 different airlines currently
operating at Schiphol Airport.

Buses run regularly every 15 to 20 minutes
from Schiphol Airport to Amsterdam city centre.
There is also an airport shuttle service that calls
at many of the city’s hotels. Taxis are readily
available from outside the airport’s arrival hall,
taking about 15 minutes to reach Amsterdam
city centre, although it can take more than 45
minutes during the rush hour. It is possible to

book airport taxis in advance, although there is
usually a plentiful supply of cabs at the airport.

Trains are available to Amsterdam Centraal
Station and leave every 15 minutes. Counters
selling train tickets can be found in the central
court area of Schiphol Airport’s plaza and this
is a good place to purchase a ‘stippenkaart’
(strip card). Part of the national fare system,
the stippenkaart can be used throughout the
Netherlands, on buses, trams, trains and
subways.

History and Facilities

Schiphol Airport dates back to 1916 and was
originally used as a local airbase for the military.
Today, the airport boasts modern conference
and business facilities, which are located at the
Schiphol Business Centre and offer a range of
business services for the corporate traveller,
such as office hire, conference room hire,
secretarial services, facsimile, PC and telephone.
The Skyport Business Centre provides meeting
rooms and can accommodate more than 20
people.

Also available at Amsterdam Schiphol Airport
(AMS) are catering and secretarial services,
video and teleconferencing, a hotel reservation
service, and early check-ins. Passengers can
also use the facilities at the Communications
Centre, which includes a post office, telephone
centre, Internet facilities and mini offices.
Computers, fax machines and mobile telephones
can be hired from Telecom Rent Centre.
Executive lounges are provided by the major
airlines, with some having business facilities.

The on-site airport hotels include Hotel
Mercure Schiphol Terminal, next to the customs
area. There are also numerous hotels in the
Schiphol area, many of which offer a free airport
shuttle service.

Officially known as the Franz Josef
Strauss International Airport, being
named after the Bavarian minister,
Franz Josef Strauss, the airport is
generally known to travellers as
simply Munich International Airport
(MUC). The facility can be found
just 27 km / 17 miles north-east
of central Munich and next to
Achering, Attaching, Hallbergmoos
and Schwaig, being easy to
navigate, with an excellent sign
system offering both German and
English titles.

Munich Airport operates its
original Terminal 1, as well as
the newer terminal from which a
vast number of airlines provide
flights to an equally large number
of domestic, European and
international destinations. Total
annual passenger figures have now
topped 31 million, which makes
it Germany’s number two airport
and one of the busiest in the whole
of Europe, with more than 30,000
employees working onsite. In

recent years, Munich International
Airport has won a series of
prestigious awards, being voted
by Skytrax as the ‘Best Airport in
Europe’ no less than three times.
Public buses and trains run
from the airport and into downtown
Munich and the surrounding
districts of Altstadt-Lehel,
Haidhausen, Maxvorstadt and
Schwabing. Green hotel shuttles
are often available to those staying
in reputable establishments, while
taxis, privately operated transfer
shuttles and limousines are all
widely available. Further afield from
Munich International Airport are
the towns and cities of Starnberg,
Freising and Dachau.

History and Facilities

Although Munich International
Airport did not actually open until
1992, construction work began
twelve years before. A site was
chosen close to Erdling, although
this caused many problems, not

Osaka Kansai Internatio

Located on a man-made, off-shore
island, Kansai International Airport
(KIX) is approximately 50 km / 31 miles
from central Osaka and lies to the far
south-west. This new airport is close to
Kishiwada and Izumi Sano, and is the
second busiest airport in Japan, with
its single terminal being the largest
terminal building in the world.

The Osaka Kansai Airport offers
connections to 72 cities in 32 countries
with over 50 airlines, and a throughput
of some 17 million passengers per
year, roughly a third of which were
domestic. A newly opened runway
has increased capacity further, with
around 600 weekly flights in total to
predominantly Asian cities.

Kansai International Airport
is situated just off the Hanwa
Expressway, giving immediate access
to Japan’s road system. There are
good transfer connections to Osaka
and beyond, with frequent bus and
train services running to Osaka’s
districts of Doyama-ch, Kyobash,
Midosuji, Nanko, Shinsaibashi, Tennoji
and Umeda. From Osaka it is possible
to catch trains and buses to most
other destinations in Japan. There
are also taxis available at the airport,

Terminal 2

Operations in Terminal 2 commenced
on 22 November 1990 and the
terminal was officially opened on 1
June 1991. In July 1996, two additional
finger piers costing S$330 million were
officially opened. These provided an
additional 22 aerobridges bringing the
total number of aerobridge gates to
35. Terminal 2 has been given a face
lift costing S$240 million. Terminal 2
has an annual handling capacity of 23
million passengers.

Terminal 3

Terminal 3 was built at a cost of
S$1.75 billion and has an annual
handling capacity of 22 million
passengers, bringing Changi Airport's
total handling capacity (including
Budget Terminal) to about 70 million

passengers per annum. Guided by the
principles of clarity, natural lighting,
external views and maintainability,
many unique features like the
Automated People Mover System

and skylights that allow natural light
into the building are incorporated into
the design. Terminal 3 commenced
operations on 9 January 2008.

Budget Terminal

Opened on 26 March 2006, the Budget
Terminal is designed to cater to the
budget airline business model. The 25,
000 sgm building comprises 2 adjacent
single-storey buildings for departure
and arrival respectively. Constructed

at S$45 million, the Budget Terminal
consists of 10 departure gates, 18
check in counters, and 3 arrival
baggage belts. It has one of lowest
International Passenger Charge
comprising Passenger Service Charge
of S$7 and Passenger Security Service
Charge of S$8. The Budget Terminal
has an annual handling capacity of
about 2.7 million passengers.

Two years later, the
airport is officially relaunched as the
Flughafen Zurich AG and by 2004, a
new shopping area was completed,
along with an Airside Centre with over

50 different business units.

Zurich Airport offers all of the
amenities that you would expect of a
modern international airport. These
include a huge shopping centre
with a selection of more than 110
different shops in the airside and
landside areas. Popular shops include
a supermarket, Migros, Steiner’s
Bakery, a pharmacy, electronics
shops, bookshops and newsagents.
There is also a selection of duty-free
and low tax shops at Zurich Airport,
complementing the other merchandise
for sale nearby.

Hungry travellers with find a good
selection of around 50 restaurants,
bars and cafés, including the
traditional English-style Bill Bentley
Pub, Caffe Spettacolo, Mamma
Leone’s and the self-service Café
Veranda on the upper floor of Dock
E, which affords superb views of the
planes as the arrive and depart.

Other amenities at Zurich Airport
include a left luggage desk, medical
and dental centres, prayer rooms,
nurseries, Swiss Railways travel
centre, Internet workstations and even
‘behind-the-scenes’ guided tours.

A HK$50 billion investment,

new cargo stands, HKIA Tower and
the Airport World Trade Centre.

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COP10 Buenos Aires 2004

At this meeting the countries
gradually began to open
discussions as to what would
happen when the Kyoto Protocol
expired in 2012. The technical
discussions still took up a lot

of time.

COP11/CMP1 Montreal 2005
This conference was the first
one to take place after the
Kyoto Protocol had come into
force. Accordingly the annual
meeting between the parties

to the UNFCCC (COP) was
supplemented by the annual
conference between the parties
to the Kyoto Protocol (CMP or
COP/MOP). The countries that
had ratified the UNFCCC but
not accepted the Kyoto Protocol
had observer status at the latter
conference. The focus of both
conferences was what should
happen after the expiry of the
Kyoto Protocol in 2012.

COP12/CMP2 Nairobi 2006
Here the last remaining technical
questions regarding the Kyoto
Protocol were finally answered.
The work involved in reaching

a new agreement for the period
after Kyoto continued, and

a series of milestones were
established in the process
towards a new agreement.

COP13/CMP3 Bali 2007

At this meeting the work involved
in reaching a new agreement
to replace the Kyoto Protocol
took a decisive step forward.
First with the acknowledgement
of the most recent report from
the IPCC and its conclusions
that the signs of global warming
were unambiguous; second

by formulating a common tex.t
calling for quicker action in

this area, and finally with the
adoption of the Bali Action Plan.
This plan sets the scene for the
negotiations leading to COP15
in Copenhagen, where a new
agreement can hopefully be
negotiated.

COP14/CMP4 Poznan 2008
At this conference the work
towards a new global climate
agreement in Copenhagen
continued. The upcoming
change of power in Washington
set its mark on the conference,
that was characterised by
anticipation for the stance to

be adopted by new American
government. Still the parties
reached an agreement on

the work programme and
meeting plan towards the
Copenhagen conference and
on the final operationalisation
of the Adaptation Fund, that will
support concrete adaptation
measures in the least developed
countries. m

A profile about the Kyoto Protocol:

Itis an international agreement forged in 1992 and entered into force in
February 16th ,1997.This protocol signed by 141 countries seeks to limit world
greenhouse gas emissions to slow the progress of global warming

Global warming that lead to drought, floods and rising sea levels and
extinction of thousands of organisms by the year 2100.

It does only go on the industrialized countries, while only committing
countries of the South, including all the major countries (China, India, Brazil,
South Korea, Indonesia and South Africa) to declare the emissions of these
gases in numbers. In return for technical and financial assistance from rich
countries and supplying them with «clean» technology . The United States
rejected the protocol in 2001, although it accounted for 21 per cent of global
emissions.President George W. Bush justified his country’s withdrawal from
the agreement by saying it is too expensive and leads developing nations in
the wrong way away from achieving the goals set by the year 2012.

After the rejection by the United States , it was ratified by Russia on
November 18 (November 2006) which made it applicable from that time on.

World leaders comittment at
the summit of Pittsburgh to work
on the gradual abolition of the
support of oil and other fossil
fuels, was a step forward on the
unpaved way to Copenhagen.
But they will not set a binding
timetable for such action,
which aims to control rising
temperatures in the world.

Subsidies and developing
countries?
It is required from the leaders of
the Group of Twenty to achieve
certain procedures to keep the
payments from rich countries
to poor countries in the fight
against high temperature in the
world.

Some governments in the
Group of Twenty like China,
Russia and India provide

subsidies for fuel such as coal
and oil to keep prices artificially
low for consumers, This on the
other hand keep the demand for
oil and gas and other fossil fuels,
which means in turn an increase
of emissions from them.

The International Energy
Agency and the Organization
for Economic Cooperation and
Development work on ending
this support, which would reduce
emissions of greenhouse gases.

The Group of Twenty
confirmed that the inefficient
subsidies for fossil fuels,
encourage wasteful
consumption, distort markets,
hinder investment in clean
energy sources and undermine
efforts to deal with climate
change.

She said that the ministers of
finance and energy in the group
of twinty member states will
draw up timelines and strategies
for applying the phase-out and
file a report to the leaders in the
upcoming summit of the Group.

The Group of twenty leaders
will intensify their efforts to reach
an agreement for the United
Nations on climate change in
talks to be held in Copenhagen.
They will demand to submit
proposals for the upcoming
summit on the application of
the subsidies phasing out and
promotion of transparency in the
energy market through regular
reports on production and
consumption of oil, refining and
reserves levels.

Europe threatens

As a reaction toward the U.S.
Position, the European Union
threatened not to conduct any
further negotiations on climate
change outside the scope of
the United Nations. Britain led a
vigorous campaign in the period
of Tony Blair as prime minister
in the field of climate change to
reduce carbon gases emissions.

Also the Swedish Prime
Minister Fredrik Reinfeldt,
whose country holds the
rotating presidency of the
European Union, commenting
on the American - European
negotiations: “The negotiations
were about to reach an impasse,
but there was no choice but to
proceed nonetheless”

Small Island States reaffirmed
that it may fade away unless the
biggest polluter in the world
reach an agreement.

United States and China in the
bottleneck:
European Threats and the
international community
pressure have put all of China
and the United States in an
awkward situation for the
international community and
the generations future. The thing
that led the United States and
China ,the two biggest countries
that are causing the pollution,to
pledge to reduce emissions but
they have called each other more
to stop global warming.
President Barack Obama
admitted that his country
response to the threats imposed
by climate change has been
slow, but he stressed that this is a
“new day”. He said: “We recognize
the seriousness of the threat of
climate .. and we insist to react

COP6 The Hague 2000

This conference was quickly
marked by vehement political
discussions concerning a
proposal from the USA to let
agricultural and forest areas

be included as carbon sinks.

If the proposal had been
passed, it would at the same
time have largely fulfilled the
USA's obligation to reduce its
emissions of greenhouse gases.
It also became clear that there
was uncertainty as to which
opportunities for sanctions should
be adopted for the countries
that did not live up to their
obligations to reduce emissions.
The meeting ended when the EU
countries refused a compromise
proposal, and the negotiations
in reality broke down. It was
agreed that negotiations would
be resumed at an extraordinary
conference in July 2001.

COP6 bis Bonn 2001

When the parties met again
about six months after the
breakdown in negotiations in
The Hague, expectations of

a result were not high. In the
meantime the USA — under

its new President Bush — had
definitively rejected the Kyoto
Protocol and accordingly only
took part in negotiations about
the protocol as an observer.
Despite the low level of
expectations, agreement was
reached on several significant
questions. These included the
extent to which forests and
other carbon sinks could be
included in countries’ budgets
for greenhouse gas emissions;
the principles for sanctions
relating to countries that did
not meet their targets, and the
flexible mechanisms that in
different ways enabled reduction
obligations to be moved
between countries in return for
financial compensation.

COP7 Marrakesh 2001

Later in 2001 the parties met
again for the regular annual
conference. Here negotiations
concerning the Kyoto Protocol
were (almost) completed. The
results were gathered in the
documents called the Marrakesh
Accords.

COP8 Delhi 2002

At this conference the EU
countries (under Danish
chairmanship) tried
unsuccessfully to get a
declaration passed which called
for more action from the parties
under the UNFCCC.

COP9 Milan 2003

The focus of this conference
was to clear up some of the last
technical details concerning the
Kyoto Protocol. »

accordingly” He referred also to
the efforts by his management
to reduce vehicle emissions and
promote renewable energy.

It seems that the United States
may find itself powerless in the
crucial United Nations summit in
Copenhagen in the period from
7 to Dec. 18 due to suspension of
the primary legislation to reduce
U.S. emissions in the Senate.

President Obama also called
for the nations with the largest
rate of emissions to take the
necessary actions to reduce
these emissions.

He also called on other
countries, especially emerging
economies such as China and
India to adhere to the necessary
procedures to reduce emissions
in order to reach a new global
agreement.

“we will not be up to this
challenge unless the nations with
the largest share of greenhouse
gases emissions unite.. there is
no other solution.” He said.

The observers perceived
Obama’s speech with this accent
as a step forward to reach a
detente. Nevertheless,there are
some doubts about his ability
to achieve results on climate
change with the decline in the
prospects for the U.S. Senate to
adapt a legislation to reduce
emissions before the United
Nations talks on climate in
December 2009.

For his part,Chinese President
Ju Jintao said his country is
determined to reduce the
increasing rates of gases
emissions.He added that rich

countries at the same time carry
the responsibility of helping
poor countries cope without
destroying their economies. He
said: “We must coordinate our
efforts to address climate change
while working to promote
growth rates in developing
countries.”He expressed China’s
willingness to cooperate with all
nations to build a better future
for generations to come.

The Chinese and U.S.
Statements show the current
disputes between rich and poor
nations on what should be
given to developing countries
to reduce emissions. These
differences make a stumbling
block to a new treaty on climate
in the world.

The fate of future generations
Everyone knows that the great
civilizations prevail and end ..
Come and go, but the reasons
for the fall of these civilizations
are still not clear .. However,
there are indications on the
reasons for the fall of civilizations.
These indications at least, could
highlight the causes and enable
us to find out those reasons.

An evidence has been found in
a cave near the city of Jerusalem,
which detects climate change in
the period between 100 and 700
AD.It was the drought period,
and coincided with the fall of
Romanian and Byzantine in the
region.

A professor at the University of
Wisconsin - Madison, John Valley,
who led the research: “Whether
this is the reason behind the »
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New York Summit

New York summit to discuss
climate change which was

held on the sidelines of the
General Assembly of the

United Nations meetings in
New York in the second half of
September 2009. It also attended
the invitation of the United
nations Secretary-General Ban
Ki-moon. This summit is like

an international campaign to
encourage governments and
other concerned parties to
reach an agreement featured
as “fair, balanced and effective
“when they meet to discuss

the necessary global reduction
of greenhouse gases that

cause global warming. It is also
expected to give the required
impetus to reach the ambitious
agreement in the next climate
change conference to be held by
the Organization in Copenhagen,
Denmark next December.
Copenhagen conference,on the
other hand, marks a historical
stage of difficult choices for

a number of major industrial
countries.

These circumstances
prompted the leaders of the
20s Group to hold a summit in
the city of Pittsburgh under the
pressure of the international
community especially the
environmentalists .Also there
are some concerns about a
possible failure of Copenhagen
conference because of the
continuing disagreement among

the major powers on the one
hand and the rising economic
powers and developing countries
on the other hand on curbing
greenhouse gases.

Copenhagen agreement will
substitute Kyoto treaty, which
entered into force in 1997 and
expires in 2012. This treaty
contains binding reductions
of greenhouse gas emissions
blamed for global warming.

Intensifying talks on climate
change aims to increase pressure
on the major industrial countries
to commit more reductions in
greenhouse gas emissions and
provide billions of dollars to
developing countries to adapt
new technology to conserve the
environment.

Beijing's priority for economic
development

world’s attention at New York
summit was drawn to President
Hu Jintao attitude whose country
widely dissents with Washington
on issues of climate change.

It is noteworthy that Beijing
has repeatedly rejected the
pressures to commit in advance
even to a minimum emission of
greenhouse gases confirming
that economic development
comes first.

Nevertheless, the surprise
came from Jintao himself when
he announced his country’s
commitment to a specific level
of emissions of carbonaceous

gases.

This move could encourage
other countries to take similar
initiatives, which contribute to
the success of the Copenhagen
conference. This may put the
United States in an awkward
position, especially in these very
difficult moments leading up
to the Copenhagen conference
shortly. China realizes the
dilemma that U.S president will
face with the legislation passage
regarding gases emissions
reduction through the Senate.

Till when the U.S. Maneuver ?
The U.S. Position is based on
rejection to consider binding
targets for industrialized
countries in the current period.
Paula Dobriansky, head of the
U.S. delegation to Bali conference
last year,said: “we should not
settle all the issues right here in
Bali""This was perhaps the last
attempts to manuver before
the summit of New York, when
the Chinese President made his
surprise. It is noteworthy that
the uncompromising attitude of
the United States over the Kyoto
treaty has led in the last period
to a stalemate in talks regarding
practical solutions to reduce
greenhouse gases

The United States during the
pas period since the signing
of the Kyoto Protocol until
today has shied away from
any commitments on climate
change, although it is the largest
consumer of fossil fuels.

COP1 Berlin 1995

The first Conference of

the Parties was marked

by uncertainty as to which
means the individual countries
possessed to combat
greenhouse gas emissions.
This resulted in “The Berlin
Mandate”, which set a two-year
analysis and evaluation phase.
This phase was to result in a
catalogue of instruments from
which the member countries
could choose and thereby
compose a set of initiatives that
matched their needs.

COP2 Geneva 1996

The second Conference of

the Parties endorsed the
results of the IPCC’s second
assessment report, which came
out in 1995. At this conference
it was established that member
countries would not pursue
uniform solutions. Each country
should have the freedom to find
the solutions that were most
relevant to its own situation.

At the Geneva conference the
parties also expressed a wish for
binding targets to be defined in
the medium-term future.

COP3 Kyoto 1997

At this conference the Kyoto
Protocol was adopted after
intense negotiations. For

the first time the protocol
introduced binding targets for
greenhouse gas emissions in
37 industrialised countries from
2008 to 2012. Subsequently
there were several years of
uncertainty as to whether a
sufficient number of countries
would ratify the treaty, but on
16 February 2005 it came into
force. Several of the member
countries of the UNFCCC have
not ratified the Kyoto Protocol
and do not acknowledge

its requirements regarding
emissions.

COP4 Buenos Aires 1998

At this conference it became
clear that there were several
outstanding questions regarding
the Kyoto Protocol. A two-year
period was therefore scheduled
to clarify and develop tools

for implementing the Kyoto
Protocol.

COP5 Bonn 1999

This conference was dominated
by technical discussions
concerning mechanisms under
the Kyoto Protocol. »
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From Kyoto to Copenhagen
COP15-The Crucial Conference

The ambition of the Danish government is that the COP15
conference in Copenhagen will result in an ambitious global
agreement including all the countries of the world.

variations around us, first and foremost a number of climate change
protocols to be applied by the Copenhagen conference. This is while
a number of climate research confirmed the possibility of rise in temperature
increase up to 4 degrees Celsius during the next fifty years if the emission
of greenhouse gases remains on the same level and has not subsided.
